TRANSFER A WELL
1. Complete a Well Transfer Form (submitted with both the buying and selling party’s original signatures).  There is a $25.00 transfer fee for each well that is to be transferred.  All checks are made payable to the Kentucky State Treasurer. 
2. Please call our office to verify the last known operator of the well.  If you are buying a well, the form should be sent to the selling operator via Certified Mail.  If the form is returned undeliverable, then forward the form, the Certified Mail documentation to this office for further processing. 
3. All wells must be bonded. 
4. All operators must have a Gathering Line Operator’s License.  This fee is $100.00 a year for commercial oil wells and $25.00 a year for a domestic gas well. 
5. All wells must have topographic maps filed.  The topographic map should show the permit number, the location of the well, the flow lines, and the gathering lines of the well.  It must also indicate wherever the lines are connected, the diameter, and the construction of the line.  You can visit the Kentucky Geological Survey’s website at http://www.uky.edu/KGS/ for more information on printing a topographic map.  If you have any questions regarding the map, please call our office and ask for Jim Gallagher or email him at James.Gallagher@Ky.Gov. 
6. All companies must be registered with the Kentucky Secretary of State’s Office.  They can visit their website at http://sos.ky.gov/  for more information. 
All records and fees must be current for both the buying party and the selling party before a transfer request can be completed.  Pursuant to KRS 353.590, it is the responsibility of the selling party to be sure that the buying party has placed a bond on file and processed the necessary paperwork to transfer a well into their name before the buying party is relieved from the responsibility of the well.
